PINK BEANIE
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Size: large (for adults).

Materials: Fixacao Linea yarn from Circulo color 6056 (pink) and Afghan crochet hook #
3.

Stitches: Basic Afghan Stitch and Slip Stitch

Instructions

1 — Make 54 chains.

2 — Work 45 rows in Basic Afghan Stitch.

3 — In order to shape the beanie and make the decreases on 46" row the project will be
executed in 2 legs, as follows:

3.1 — make a row with 27 stitches (half of the stitches).

3.2 — When working 47™ row start decreasing (*1) 2 stitches in each “forward” row (1 at
the beginning and 1 at the end of the row), ending with 5 loops on needle. Cut the thread
and cast off (*2) — Chart 1.

3.3 — for the other leg tie the thread on 28" stitch from previous row (45" row) and
repeat the same decreasing steps. When finished cast off and put aside. — Chart 2.

4.0 — Do the other half of the beanie.

5.0 — When both sides are ready, join them with slst.

*1 — Decrease as follows: keep first loop (first stitch) on needle, skip next stitch and take
the other loops, skipping the last but one stitch too. — Chart 3.
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*2 — Casting off: after cutting the thread, pull it through the stitch.

Tips: do not make the initial chain at the beginning of the row. Consider as first stitch the
loop that is already on needle.

Gauge: a square with 5 x 5 cm (made with Afghan crochet hook # 3) =
11 stitches x 9 rows.
